CURRICULUM DESCRIPTION 

Our curriculum is family oriented, Christo-centered, and focuses on the theology of 
Davidic Praise and Worship; the extravagant, expressive worship that occurred during the 
days of David.  This type of worship includes singing, playing musical instruments, 
dancing, clapping, the lifting of hands, bowing, kneeling, lying prostrate, and other forms 
of praise and worship which pay homage and reverence unto our Almighty God and the 
Lord Jesus Christ, our Redeemer! All instruction is designed so that you, the student can 
pace your learning in a manner that is convenient, yet, enriching.  In other words, it is our 
desire that you take your time and gain knowledge of the Holy Scriptures thereby 
becoming empowered to fulfill the objective found in Ephesians 4:11-13: 

11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some 
pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the 
edifying of the body of Christ, 13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge 
of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; 

The curriculum syllabus is divided into ten courses. Classes will be held on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays.  Fine arts, i.e., dance, music, and drama will be added upon request. 

 

DELIVERY SYSTEM OF INSTRUCTION 

Research reveals that theologians utilize technology when they teach the millennial student.
